1. Following consideration of a claim submitted to the Conciliation Council for Teachers by the Teacher
Representative Bodies, agreement has been reached that payment of an Honours Primary Degree
allowance be made to a recognised teacher who holds an acceptable degree which is;

(a) conferred and designated as an honours degree by an appropriate awarding authority.
and
(b) awarded with a specific classification of third class honours.
2. This agreement is being implemented with effect from 1st September 2001. The issue of any further

retrospective payment is subject to review as a greed at Teachers Conciliation Council.

3. Teachers holding a third class honours degree should complete the attached claim form for payment of the
appropriate allowance and forward it to the address specified on the form.

4. This Circular should be brought to the attention of all recognised teachers who are in incremental salaried
positions.
